MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING

A special meeting of the city council of the city of Walhalla was held on August 15, 2016, at

7:00 p.m. Board members present were Mayor Chris Jackson, council persons Mike Belanus, Erin

Brusseau, Karen Dumas, and Hailey Moore. Council members absent were Myrna Styles and Steve

Gapp. Also present was Lawrence D. DuBois, Brian Mathison, Brad Magnusson, Scott Volk, Brenda

Fletcher, Hope Johnstone, Jim Benjaminson, Melanie Thornberg, Rodger Goulet, Diane Dearinger,

and Rocco Follin.

Mayor Jackson called the meeting to order and announced that a quorum was present.

The first item on the agenda was to meet and discuss with Rodger Goulet, Diane Dearinger and

Rocco Follin the sewer backup that occurred at their residences on 10th Street in the city of Walhalla.

The city attorney gave a brief outline of the facts and that information was supplemented by Brian

Mathison. The council then heard comments from Diane Dearinger and Rocco Follin. The city attorney

informed the city council that based on the information provided to him that the city had taken action to

check the system as soon as a problem was determined that there would be no liability to the city for

any damaged caused to either Ms. Dearinger’s basement or Mr. Follin’s basement. Based on the

discussions with the parties the city council agreed to investigate the matter to determine options

available to the city and\or the homeowners. After the city’s investigation is completed the homeowners

will be notified.

The second item on the agenda was a request by Montana Dakota Utilities for an easement to

place a measuring station and to construct a shed or structure to cover the measuring station. The

system will be located on a small parcel of land owned by the city of Walhalla which also contains a

measuring station for Williston Basin Interstate Pipeline, North Valley Water, and the city of Walhalla.

Scott Volk, on behalf of Montana Dakota Utilities explained why it was necessary to have the

measuring station installed and its proposed location. After reviewing this matter motion by Belanus,

seconded by Dumas, to grant the easement requested to Montana Dakota Utilities. All members voted

in favor of the motion and the motion was declared passed.

The third item on the agenda was a meeting with the library board to discuss a grant which has

been awarded to the city library and ongoing construction and\or renovations at the city library. Library

board member Jim Benjaminson explained the grant and renovation project to the council. The council

expressed as their main concern that all of the necessary documents be provided to the state to fund

the grant. The library board assured the city council that all information would be submitted to the state

so that the grant, which has been awarded, will be funded. The council was also informed that the

Pembina County Library Board has awarded the sum of $14,000 to the Walhalla City Library for its

general use. The library board stated that the necessary plan for the renovations will be submitted to

the state on August 16, 2016.

There being no further business to be conducted at the special meeting motion by Moore,

seconded by Brusseau, to adjourn the meeting. All members present voted in favor of the motion.
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
