Alderman Belanus asked Brian to find out how much this will be costing the City.  Brian also brought up that the clutch on the snowplow has to be fixed and that Moore Engineering came up to check the drainage on 10th Street.  Moore will send a report.

Alderman Gapp brought up our Police Officers extra hours.  Mr. Dubois and Council had a lengthy discussion.

Mr. Dubois informed the Council that he looked at the properties on the list and all were cleaned up except Mostad’s cars and Chad Lee’s yards.  Council and Mr. Dubois let Matt Wright know what is the next step regarding these two properties.

The roof between the Fire Hall and Legion building is leaking Alderman Gapp informed the Council that this can be fixed for $500.00.  Moved by Belanus to get this fix, second by Gapp.  Ayes: Gapp, Dumas, Styles, Brusseau, Belanus and Moore.  Nays: None.  Motion carried.

Bids for the Library Roof to be fixed were opened.  Only one full bid from Bordertown Construction of $22,810.00. Request from Chamber to block off  Central Ave between 10th and 11th Street and Central Ave between 11th and 12th Street for Pumpkin Fest.  Moved by Brusseau to approve  the two streets to be blocked off, second by Belanus.  Ayes: All, Nays: None.  Motion carried.
Tina Angus spoke to the Council on bringing Christmas in the Park back.  Council let Tina know that the Park Board will have to agree and the City will keep the road cleaned.  

Mr. Dubois informed the Council regarding temporary permits for storage units.  Mr. Dubois and Council discussed the temporary permits.
Mayor Jackson brought up that something has to be done regarding the utility bills, too many are getting out of hand.  Mayor and Council relayed to the Auditor that from now on if bills are over 60 days and received a letter it has to be totally paid in full or will be shut off.  If shut off, customer will have to pay a $50.00 reconnection fee and if no deposit on record, will have to pay the $75.00 deposit and pay in full.  This is to be done as of this month.  
Council received the Preliminary Budget to look over.  The Preliminary Budget is now available at City Hall to review.
